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In 1949 Charles Peterson began his college educa­
tion at Marietta College, Marietta, Ohio. Some 
twenty four years later he retired as one of the 
college's most endeared professors. The desire to 
pursue his art full time separated "Chick" from his 
alma mater, but it did not end his close relation­
sh ip with it. In June of 1998, Charles Peterson was 
honored as the inaugural inductee into the 
Marietta College" Alumni Faculty Hall Of Fame." 

With this special place having played such an 
important part in Charles Peterson's life, he was 
moved to create a painting to aid in a major 
capita l campaign for Marietta.
